Brevard College Gate built in 1937 as a WPA project, is a Local Higtor
Landmark, located on the northeast corner of Fr&rolad Avenue and North
Broad Street. It is the oldest surviving structoudt specifically for Brevard
College.

Brevard Train Depot no longer stands, but is a fond memory for many and
represents an important era in the County’s hisidrgn the logging industry
was thriving and tourists flocked here to enjoy weiry special scenery, music
and hospitality.

Allison-Deaver Houseis listed in the National Register of Historic Fdla@and is
a Local Historic Landmark. Thearliest portion was the home of Benjamin
Allison in 1815. Allison sold the house to WilliaDeaver in 1830, who
enlarged the house. It is believed that Davy Kebuisited the house: an
1833 document shows that they shared a debt, ayditere both married
Patton women. It is located in Pisgah Forest affidville Highway beside the

Forest Gate Shopping Cenfer.



St. Philips Episcopal Church built between 1926 and 1928, is built over the
cemetery of an earlier church building, destroyedite on Christmas Day
1925. The Norman-style structure was designedharlGtte architect Louis
Humbert Asbury.

Cooper House built in the 1890s, is a particularly good exaenpf a
diminutive late Victorian, Queen Ann style with amamental wraparound
porch and symmetrical projecting polygonal baystenhouse and its poréh.
Transylvania County Courthouse in this form, was constructed following the
Civil War and completed in 1881. The Italianatetdrian building is listed on
the National Register of Historic Places. Thetfilgor houses offices and the
second floor a large courtrodm.

Aethelwold Hotel, later known as the Waltermire Hotel was buili 804, by
John W. McMinn. It could accommodate 100 guestklead a variety of shops
and offices on the first floor. The third floor sveemoved in the mid-20th
century because of concerns for fire safet, buored in about 2008 by its
owner, Tim Hall.

Godfrey-Barnett House built around 1921, is the second oldest stonsdau
Brevard, an impressive English Manorial-style houséaces west on South
Broad Street. The Charles Edmund Orr house on Beet across from St.
Philips Episcopal Church is nearly identical inoitgplan and exterior design.
Black Forest Lodge built by Carl Schenck in the late 1890s, is ohtwelve
houses that were scattered throughout George Mailttdeforest (part of the
present day Pisgah National Forest) to house appesrof the Biltmore Forest
School.

B. B. Smith General Storewas located on Main Street in Rosman. Burley
Burdette White (1889-1945) was owner and managteoB. B. White’s
Grocery and Feed Store. The upper level of thetwoy building was where



he lived with his family. Burley was also postnaasat Rosman for 20 years,
and built an addition to the store to serve asibst Office®

Silvermont, was built in 1917. The 33-room Colonial Revigansion was
built on East Main Street for Joseph Silversteeansylvania County’s leading
20th Century industrialist. When Dorothy Bjergs hast heir, died in 1958, she
willed Silvermont to Transylvania County to be useda recreation center.
The first floor became a Senior Opportunity Ceraed in 2011, the 2nd floor
was furnished and opened to the public as a houseum. It is listed on the
National Register of Historic Places
